The Gretna Bowl has been gone for a long time, so when | saw the
Gretna Swimming Pool being torn down, a sense of sadness set in. | immediately hoped there was a way
to honor the memories of old Gretna while giving current and future Gretna kids a free, central place to
meet, have fun, and make memories of their own, just like so many of us did 50 years ago.”

To support this project, all funds raised will go directly to the Gretna Community Splash Pad Fund, a
designated fund of the Gretna Community Foundation, an Affiliated Fund of the Midlands Community
Foundation.
